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	 Abe Rábade Trio was founded in Boston in 1996. In 2000, 
Abe Rábade came back to  Galicia (Spain) and recorded the first 
album of the band, Babel de Sons (2001), with Paco Charlin on 
double bass and Ramón Ángel Rey on drums.

	 In 2002, the group launched Simetrías and performed at 
jazz festivals in the Iberian Peninsula, in Cuba and in Morocco. 
At this time, the GHU! Project is launched, in collaboration with 
leading soloists such as Chris Kase, Jesús Santandreu and Michel 
González. This concept was maintained with the participation of 
performers such as Miguel Zenón, Perico Sambeat, Alan Ferber 
and Toni Belenguer.

	 In 2006, Playing on Light was published, with Paco Charlín 
on double bass and Bruno Pedroso on drums. Cuadernos de 
Jazz named it Best Jazz Album in Spain 2006. At the end of the 
year, Nelson Cascais joined the trio on the double bass.

The band participated in Rosalía 21 (an album for the Havana 
Book Fair) and Aloumiños de Seda (another album for the 

Galician Government).

	 They released Zigurat in 2010, with Pablo Martín Caminero 
on double bass and Bruno Pedroso on the drums. This album 
won the Independent Music Award in 2011 to the best Jazz album 
of the year. They released A Modo (2012), which they toured in 
Central America.

2013 saw the release of Versons, their first album  of just cover 
versions, which received the Martin Códax Award for best album 
of the year in Galicia (Spain)

Tránsitos (2015) is an  original work by Abe Rábade for his trio 
with Symphony Orchestra. Once was published in 2016 and 
Doravante (2018) waspresented at the Monterey Jazz Festival 
(California, USA). Their latest album is Sorte (2020).

A.R.T. has performed in Santiago de Chile, Dhaka, Berlin, Lisbon, 
Mexico City, Havana, Belo Horizonte, Monterey and Tangier, 
amongst other places.
